MORE BUILDING FUNDS! 

Today I was very pleased to be notified that our school is the 
successful recipient of $3,000,000 through Round Two of the federal 
government’s Primary Schools for the 21st Century program.   This 
funding has been earmarked for the construction of the government’s 
template for a “Multi-Purpose and Arts Precinct”, which incorporates a 
full sized   gymnasium, a music room, a multi-purpose learning area, 
toilets, change rooms, a storeroom and a canteen.  This brings the 
total of our building grants to $4,200,000.   Our building projects will be 
managed by external companies who have been appointed by the 
DEECD, so whilst we look forward to the work starting in the very near 
future, time-lines are obviously beyond the school’s control. 

PLAYING OR RETURNING AFTER SCHOOL 

Recently, some children have been staying at school to play in the 
school grounds after school instead of going home. Children are to go 
straight home after school unless their parents are still in the grounds 
for supervision purposes. We are quite happy for children to remain in 
the grounds to play, providing that their parents are with them.  All 
other children must go home.  

We have also noticed that some of our students return to the school 
grounds after school hours to play with friends.  This is fine….BUT, I 
do have two requests.  Firstly, I would like any children who do come 
back to play, to change out of their school uniform and wear everyday 
clothing.  This makes it easier for the teachers to distinguish between 
children who return and those who attend the O.S.H.C. program.  
Secondly, children who return to school are not to play near the 
children in the O.S.H.C. program.  The O.S.H.C. program has priority 
over the basketball and netball courts and the play equipment, so other 
children are not to play or ride bikes in these areas or outside the 
O.S.H.C. building. 

It is very important for parents to know that they are responsible for 
their children if they return to the grounds after school.  Although 
teachers may still be present, they are not responsible for the safety or
