¶ If your child is riding to school: Riders are to wear helmets, bike locks are recommended and 
children up to the age of 12 (and supervising parent) are legally able to ride on footpaths.

What is the law regarding bicycle helmets? 
 

The wearing of bicycle helmets became compulsory in Victoria on 1 July 1990. Under the law, the rider of a

The law applies on roads, bike paths, bike lanes, shared and segregated footways and in other public places 
such as recreational parks and car parks. 
 
In addition, the rider of a bicycle must not carry a passenger on a bicycle unless the passenger is also wearing
