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REPORTS AND PARENT TEACHER INTERVIEWS

As you may be aware, our teachers have spent the past few weeks
writing students’ reports. It is quite a complex and time-consuming
process as reports entail far more than just filling in a report form ‘off
the top of our heads.” The whole process actually starts, and is
primarily based on, our detailed curriculum planning. At Tinternvale,
our teaching teams plan their following term’s work on a ‘planning day’,
usually held towards the end of term. On this day the teachers
develop their ‘integrated unit’ for the following term. This unit may have
a major focus, such as Science or Health. In addition to the inquiry-
based integrated unit, the teachers also plan the term’s Maths and
English in detail, making sure that the planned activities develop the
key understandings and skills required at each level.

An integral part of this planning is the design of “common assessment
tasks.” These assessment activities produce much of the data upon
which our assessments are made. Some assessment tasks need to be
specifically designed. Others are the very instructional activities, such
as guided reading, which are integral parts of the day-to-day class
routines. In addition to this, teachers keep sophisticated records of
children’s progress, utilising skills checklists, anecdotal records and
children’s self-assessment.

When compiling reports, teachers take this large amount of
assessment data and use it to determine your child’s achievement.
The mid-year report package will contain three important components

e The written report format that outlines your children’s progress
in the different learning areas (This format is prescribed by
DEECD)

e Your child’s Learning Portfolio

e Parent/teacher Interview Information

It
is essential to read your child’s written report in
conjunction with his/her portfolio. Both of these
items will provide a basis for your interview with
the child’s teacher. It is essential for parents to
attend the mid-year interview as it provides an
opportunity to discuss your child’s progress
and goals with the teacher and it will help to
clarify any uncertainties or issues you may
have about your child’s learning. Report
packages will be sent home on Monday, June
22 and interviews will take place next week
