EDUCATION WEEK 

Education Week has been very busy at Tinternvale Primary School! 
Yesterday, our “Open Morning” was very well attended by many 
parents, relatives and friends who thoroughly enjoyed the opportunity 
to see our students in action. It has also been wonderful to see so 
many people attending our Prep tours and many new faces at our 
Prep 2010 Information Evening on Wednesday.  We now look forward 
to being visited by many preschoolers at 2.30 tomorrow afternoon, for 
our “Kinder Kids in the Library” session!         

ABSENCES 

     This is a reminder that if your child is absent from school, it is essential 
to send an absence note to your child‟s teacher when he/she returns 
to school. If a note or a verbal explanation is not received, the school 
must record it as an unapproved absence.  All attendance records are 
sent to the Department of Education. A student‟s attendance record 
remains with them for the entire period of their schooling and details 
will appear on the student reports. The same applies to late-comers.  
Late arrivals are also recorded on a student‟s attendance record and 
at present we have many unexplained and unapproved late arrivals to 
school.  Arriving late at school can create difficulties for children as 
they miss out on important instruction time and information, and this 
can have a detrimental impact on their whole day. There have been 
many studies undertaken on the relationship between student 
learning and attendance levels.  There is no doubt that there is a 
direct correlation between a student‟s progress and their level of 
attendance.  Regular attendance at school is vital for a student to 
reach their full learning potential. 

VALUABLE ITEMS 

Please remind your children not to bring items of value to school, as 
they can easily “go missing.”  We ask you to make sure that your child 
does not bring electronic toys, large sums of money or anything else 
of great value to school, as we cannot ensure that it will be secure at 
school. If mobile phones are brought to school they must be left at the 
office for the day.
