WALK TO SCHOOL DAY  

 
Thank you to everyone who  
helped make the Walk To  
School Day a huge success.  
It shows that when we all  
work together as a school  
community, we continue to  
promote a sense of community 
 and belonging. 
 
Congratulations to those who  
walked or rode their bikes to  
school yesterday. 
A survey taken on Monday showed that 150 students walked to 
school compared to 359 students walked or rode to school on Walk 
To School Day.  
This means 90.6% of our student population walked. This was a 
fantastic effort compared to the State average which is 26.2%.  
 
On arrival, students consumed twenty-nine litres of milk, twenty-four 
litres of juice, fifteen loaves of bread (approximately three hundred 
pieces of toast!), honey, jam, vegemite and twenty-two boxes of 
different cereals. 
 
The Winners 
The Golden Shoe trophy was awarded, for the second year in a 
row, to Level 4 for the greatest percentage increase of walkers. 
There were four winning grades this year with the greatest 
percentage increase in walkers. 2D and 2E students each received 
a pedometer, and 4B and 4C students will collect a free icy pole 
from the canteen on Friday. 
 
Tinternvale Primary School strives to promote the importance of 
healthy lifestyles and the benefits of physical activity. We have a Go 
for Your Life Canteen, Brain Food, Fresh Fruit Thursday, Joggers 
Club, Jogathon, House Sports, a Whole School Cross Country 
event and Lunchtime Activities. All grades have Physical Education 
sessions, Level 3 Sport, Level 4 Interschool Sports and Levels 1, 2 
and 3 are involved in a swimming program.

INTRODUCTION OF THE 

VICTORIAN SCHOOL NUMBER  

Our school is working with the Department of 
Education and Early Childhood Development to 
allocate a Victorian Student Number (VSN) to 
each student at the school.  
The VSN is a student identification number that 
is being assigned to all students in government 
and non-government schools, and students in 
Vocational Education and Training Institutions. 
The number, which is unique to each student, 
will be used as a key identifier on a studentôs 
school records, and will remain with the student 
throughout his or her education, until reaching 
the age of 25. The VSN is nine digits long, 
randomly assigned, and tied to stable 
information about the student (name, gender, 
date of birth).  
The introduction of the Victorian Student 
Number will provide the capability to accurately 
detect patterns of student movement through, 
and departure from, the Victorian education 
and training system. It will greatly improve the 
collection and analysis of timely and accurate 
data about education in Victoria. The 
Department collects information to track 
improvements made to the education system, 
identify areas that require further improvement, 
and to analyse trends and identify future 
needs. The VSN will improve the accuracy, 
reliability and completeness of this information, 
providing a better basis for assessing needs 
and developing policies to meet them.  
You will see the VSN appear on student report 
cards, enrolment confirmations, and exit 
confirmations.

Recently a number of families were asked to complete a survey about the merger of Croydon 
South Primary School and Tinternvale Primary School. The results of this survey have been 
discussed at Education Committee and at School Council and are very positive and 
encouraging. Below I have summarised the findings of the survey and invite other 
community members to comment if they have issues to add that can help us in our 
continued efforts for improvement. 

Surveys were sent to 88 families; 72 Tinternvale families and 16 families from CSPS. We received 
a 30% return. 
There was a good representation from across all levels, including Prep families new to our school. 
Many respondents were families very involved in a variety of school activities, with only 9 families 
having no involvement. 
Here are the results for each statement: 
My child is happy at school:                                        96% agreed or strongly agreed 
 

I know what is expected of me as a parent at this school:          96% agreed or strongly agreed 

 
I am excited by the building projects about to be undertaken at TPS:   96% agreed or strongly 

agreed 
 

I feel encouraged and accepted to help out in the school community:  84% agreed or strongly 

agreed 
 

There are enough community events at this school:    80% agreed or strongly agreed 

 
Communication at this school is good:                                         65% agreed or strongly agreed                            

19% disagreed or strongly disagreed     15% neither agreed nor disagreed. 
 

Many people took the opportunity to use the survey as a venue for putting forward their 
ideas to help improve our school. Many comments were positive and any criticisms made 
also included constructive advice. Following is a summary of the most frequent comments: 
The merger of the two schools has affected my child in this way...... 
Children have adapted well/ Children are making new friends /we have more facilities/ the school 
seems better /there has been some teasing from students who donôt know my child 
 
The merger of the two schools has affected me in this way....... 

Parking is a huge issue /I chose this school as it was smaller than neighbouring schools but now it 
is a large school 
 
Aspects of Tinternvale Primary School that are very positive include......... 

Great teachers /Friendly staff, friendly environment /Great programs /Healthy Canteen /OHSC /The 
focus on well-being /The teacher-student, teacher-parent relationships are very good /Performing 
Arts /Joining together the House teams and colours as well as the  values of the two merged 
schools 
 
Aspects that can be improved at Tinternvale Primary School are...... 

There were many, many areas cited as requiring improvement but the overwhelming issue was the 
car park and drop off/pick up areas. 
This concern is an ongoing one and all avenues are being investigated to alleviate the problem. 
Any other issues specifically to do with our merger we are happy to address; written requests are 
always answered.
