The Book Thief

By Markus Zusak

Every now and then a book comes along that
picks you up, sweeps you into its current, and
delivers you at the other end refreshed, filled
with the wow factor, and thirsty for another
serve.

The Book Thief is this sort of book. The sort of
book that leads to burnt chops. | call it a traffic
light book, because it sits on the seat to be
read in traffic (beware this technique can lead
to excessive horn usage from surrounding
cars).

But you get the point. It's a good read. So
what’s it about?

Set just outside Munich in 1939, The Book
Thief's protagonist is young Leisel Meminger,
aged 6, who offers innocent eyes through
which we view the war. Atrocities are wrapped
up, hinted at and retold by a — albeit
remarkable — child; such as when Jews march
by on their way “to concentrate” at Dachau, or
when a neighbour’s son returns from the war
and “jumps from a chair as if it were a cliff”.
Along with Leisel, a Robin Hood of book
thieves who gives to herself rather than the
poor; Zusak has introduced a witty and
honestly humoured narrator, in Death. Death,
(a likeable character with his “hooded robe for
cold nights only”, but no sickle or scythe, and
“haunted by humans”) watches Leisel and her
family, visits frequently on his “collection
rounds”, and keeps the pace of the book lighter
than its subject may suggest.

Zusak’s craft with the written word is refreshing
and clever. Just do me a favour and persevere
for the first 50 pages. You'll be glad you did.

Student Wellbeing

Last Tuesday night, parents attended an informative session on Cybersafety, and Mr Lambert
showcased what staff at Tinternvale are doing to educate our students about internet safety.

Trudy Brentnall passed on these tips for
parents

I nternet Safety Tips

Help your children to understand that they
should never give out personal details to online friend they do
not know offline.

Keep the computer in a communal area in the house. Another
pair of eyes is always a good thing.

Limit webcam activity for Primary School children. There is really no need unless you are contact
family members or for educational purposes.

Explain to your children what information about them is personal: i.e. email address, mobile
number, school name, sports club, arrangements for meeting up with friends and any pictures or
videos of themselves, their family or friends. Small pieces of information can easily be pieced
together to form a comprehensive insight in to their lives and daily activities.

Make your children aware that they need to think carefully about the information and pictures they
post on their profiles. Inform them that once published online, anyone can change or share these
images of them.

It can be easy to forget that the Internet is not a private space, and as result sometimes young
people engage in risky behaviour online. Advise your children not to post any pictures, videos or
information on their profiles, or in chat rooms, that they would not want a parent or career to see.

If your child receives spam or junk email and texts, remind them never to believe their contents,
reply to them or use them.

Help your child to understand that some people lie online and that therefore it's better to keep
online mates online. They should never meet up with any strangers without an adult they trust.

Always keep communication open for a child to know that it's never too late to tell someone if
something makes them feel uncomfortable.

Where to go to report if you feel worried or uncomfortable on line

If you are worried or uncomfortable about something you see or someone you meet online you
should tell a trusted adult. If you would like to make a report you can go to www.thinkuknow.org.au
and click on the report abuse button. There are several easy steps to follow. This report goes straight
to the police.

Cyber Bullying

BLOCK COMMUNICATIONS
Cyber-bullying is never OK and young people need to know how to deal with cyber-bullies. Each of
these applications should have a "Safety" or "Help" section which outlines how to stay in control of
your online experience.

MSN Messenger
Right-click on the person's name in your contact list and select the "Block™ option. You can also block
someone in the conversation window when you are talking to them by selecting the "Block™ button;
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Remove the person from your contact list by right-clicking on their names and selecting the "Delete"
option;

If someone is harassing or threatening you, click on the "Help" menu and select the "Report Abuse"
option. Action will be taken if the person is violating the Terms of Use.

Access the person's profile and select the "Block User" function;

Remove the person from your friend list;

Save a copy and then delete any comments they have made on your profile;

Save a copy and then delete any emails they have sent through your MySpace inbox without
opening them;

If they have created a fake profile of you or a friend, copy the URL of the profile and forward it
to MySpace Customer Service;

You can report cyber-bullying to MySpace by clicking on the "Contact MySpace" link,
selecting the "Report Abuse™ topic and then the "Cyber bullying" sub-topic.

Go to the "Privacy" page and enter the person's name in the "Block" search field at the bottom of the
page;

Remove the person from your friend list;

Save a copy and then delete any comments they have made on your profile;

Save a copy and then delete any emails they have sent you through your Facebook inbox without
opening them;

If someone has posted an image of you without your permission and named you in the photo,

you can remove your name from the photo by selecting the "Remove Tag" option. Ask the person
who posted the image to take it down, Facebook cannot force people to remove photos unless they
violate the Terms of Use. If someone is constantly tagging you in embarrassing or inappropriate
photos, remove them from your friend list so that they will no longer be able to tag you in photos;

If someone has posted an offensive note, you can report this to Facebook using the "Report

this Note" link under each note.

Access the person's profile and select the "Block™ option;

Remove the person from your friend list;

Save a copy and then delete any comments they have made on your profile;

Save a copy and then delete any emails they have sent you through your Bebo inbox without opening
them;

If someone is harassing you, contact the Bebo administration and they will be able to take action if
the person is violating their Terms of Service.

Access the person's blog page and select the "unfollow" option on the right-hand side;
If you are being harassed or threatened, contact the Twitter administration and they will be able to
take action if the person is violating their Terms of Service.

If you have an account, you can report videos by selecting the "Flag" button under each video. Select
the most appropriate reason for reporting the video and a report will be sent to the YouTube
administration.

Contact the administration of the website by clicking on the "Contact", "Help" or Safety" options
available on most websites. They will take action if the person is violating their Terms of Use.

Talk to your mobile phone company and find out if they are able to stop certain numbers calling, or
texting, your phone.

Have a look at the policies your Internet Service Provider (ISP) and the websites you are using have
with regards to cyber-bullying and online harassment. You may wish to save a copy of any forms of
cyber-bullying so that you have a record of the activity should you report it. Remember: Block first,
delete later.
