WHAT IS INQUIRY LEARNING? 

As most of you know, at Tinternvale we follow an inquiry learning 
approach to teaching. However, some of you may wonder what this 
actually means for the students. 
The Victorian Essential Learning Standards, which guide our program 
planning, support an inquiry learning approach encouraging students 
to ask key questions for investigations in different curriculum areas. 
Inquiry learning can take a variety of forms, such as integrated 
curriculum, issue/problem based, action led, negotiated or play based 
inquiry. Inquiry learning involves students: 

 asking questions, building on prior knowledge and making their 
own discoveries  

 finding out information from primary sources to answer 
generative questions and develop deep conceptual 
understandings  

 making connections between ideas, learning domains and 
experiences.  

The benefits of using an inquiry approach are significant because this 
approach: 

 considers the connections across learning areas, as well as the 
way that individual students learn  

 allows learning to be more relevant, as concepts are learned in 
context and relate to existing knowledge  

 requires that content is relevant, integrating multiple 
aspects/concepts simultaneously  

 provides students in secondary schools with an understanding 
behind vocational training and links schools to the wider 
community and jobs in the workplace  

 assists in the management of a crowded curriculum as it 
combines a number of expected outcomes into rich assessment 
tasks whilst enabling skills to be developed in context and 
across domains  

 provides students with meaningful links between activities, 
rather than jumping from ‘subject’ to ‘subject’ with little 
contextual relevance  

 supports students to become autonomous learners.  
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In recent years, the teachers at Tinternvale 
have spent a lot of time developing their 
expertise and skills in the inquiry learning 
approach. We have found that it caters for a 
wide range of learning styles and learning 
needs, it encourages students to be self-
motivated, and it makes children’s learning 
relevant by linking their understandings with 
‘real-life” experiences.

INTRODUCTION OF THE 

VICTORIAN SCHOOL NUMBER 

Our school is working with the Department of 
Education and Early Childhood Development to 
allocate a Victorian Student Number (VSN) to 
each student at the school.  
The VSN is a student identification number that 
is being assigned to all students in government 
and non-government schools, and students in 
Vocational Education and Training Institutions. 
The number, which is unique to each student, 
will be used as a key identifier on a student’s 
school records, and will remain with the student 
throughout his or her education, until reaching 
the age of 25. The VSN is nine digits long, 
randomly assigned, and tied to stable 
information about the student (name, gender, 
date of birth).  
The introduction of the Victorian Student 
Number will provide the capability to accurately 
detect patterns of student movement through, 
and departure from, the Victorian education 
and training system. It will greatly improve the 
collection and analysis of timely and accurate 
data about education in Victoria. The 
Department collects information to track 
improvements made to the education system, 
identify areas that require further improvement, 
and to analyse trends and identify future 
needs. The VSN will improve the accuracy, 
reliability and completeness of this information, 
providing a better basis for assessing needs 
and developing policies to meet them.  
You will see the VSN appear on student report 
cards, enrolment confirmations, and exit 
confirmations.

Uniform Policy 
 

Rationale 
Identification with the school and its ideals is promoted by the wearing of a distinctive, acceptable 
school uniform.  
 

Purpose 
The purpose of the policy is to ensure that the whole school community is aware of the uniform 
requirements for all students at Tinternvale Primary School. 
 

Implementation 

 Students will wear the uniform at all times that they are at school or on school business except 
when directed by school staff in the following occasions when the wearing of the uniform may be 
inappropriate 

 on school camps 

 at sporting events 

 when a member of a performing group  

 designated out of uniform days 

 The school uniform should be versatile and economical. The school colours are red and navy 
blue, blended basically as red tops with school logo, and plain navy blue bottoms. (no denim) 

 The uniform will be available from the uniform shop, which will be staffed by parent volunteers. 
 

Summer Uniform- Girls and Boys Winter Uniform- Girls and boys 

 Red t-shirt or polo shirt with the 
school logo 

 Red t-shirt or polo shirt with the 
school logo or red skivvy 

 Plain navy shorts   Plain navy pants (not jeans) 

 Red windcheater, rugby top or 
bomber jacket with school logo 

 Plain red windcheater, rugby top 
or bomber jacket with school 
logo 

 Navy or white socks  Navy or white socks 

 Appropriate safe footwear as 
designated by the Principal 

 Appropriate safe footwear such 
as school shoes, sport shoes or 
school sandals 

 Students may also wear a dress 
in the school material 

 Students may also wear navy 
tights, navy skirt or navy 
pinafore 

 

 To comply with Sunsmart standards, hats must be worn outside during term 1 and 4. Hats are 
navy blue with school logo, either legionnaire or surf hat style. Baseball caps are unacceptable. 

 The only jewellery permissible is sleeper earrings or small studs for ears.  

 Nail polish and make-up are not to be worn including on out of uniform days. 

 Hair accessories must be in school colours 

 Grade 6- Children in Grade 6 have the option of wearing a specially designed windcheater and 
polo top if they choose. The tops will be navy blue with white writing.  

 Clothing worn on free dress day must be appropriate for the occasion. Tintalk will contain the 
relevant information.
