A reminder to parents of preschoolers: Donôt forget that our ñHands on 
Learningò program starts tomorrow!  This exciting program has been 
designed to develop your childôs pre-literacy and pre-numeracy skills 
through an exploration of literature, music, art and perceptual motor 
skills.  Children will develop the essentials of school readiness while 
having fun!  ñHands on Learningò is a 5 week program that is held on 
Fridays 2.30 ï 3.15.  Please bring your children to the school foyer 
tomorrow, so our Prep teachers can greet you. 
In term 4, our Prep Transition Program begins, so if you do not have 
details as yet, please inquire at the office.  Enrolment forms for 2010 
should be in by now, so if you have not returned these, please do so 
as soon as possible. 

SCOOTER PROBLEM S 

This term, we have seen a huge increase in the number of scooters 
being ridden to school. In the past, students have followed the rules by 
dismounting from them at the gate and folding them up till the end of 
the day.  However, this year, many students are riding them in the 
school grounds , sometimes in a very dangerous manner, and on 
many occasions some students have been found swinging them 
around by the handles, endangering those around them.  As a result, 
parents, students and teachers are often at risk of being injured.  
Despite constant warnings, and despite having their scooters 
confiscated on a number of occasions, some students continue to 
engage in these behaviours.  Scooters are NOT to be ridden in the 
grounds, and they are NOT to be used in a dangerous manner. 
Staff will be vigilant in monitoring the scooter situation over the next 
week, and if we find that scooters continue to be used inappropriately, 
scooters will be totally banned at school. Students have all been given 
this message, so we hope that the inappropriate behaviours that have 
been occurring will cease immediately.

NO SMOKING IN SCHOOL 

GROUNDS  

From 1 July 2009, smoking on Victorian 
government school premises is prohibited. This 
is a key action included in the Victorian 
Tobacco Control Strategy 2008-2013 and it 
was developed in response to public 
consultations that found a high level of support 
for schools to be smoke-free.                                                                                         
Until recently, smoking was not permitted in 
Victorian government school buildings or 
enclosed outdoor areas.  This rule, however, 
did not extend to smoking on school grounds. 
The new smoking ban will now encompass all 
school ground areas and it includes all 
activities that occur within the schoolôs 
boundaries. Students, staff and parents 
must not smoke on any school premises (or 
in view of students), at school functions, 
and during school-based activities.
