valuabl e information

with a range of other assessment practices that
are used by the classroom teacher.

Dear School Community

Further to our recent school council meeting, |
thought | would take the opportunity to brief
everyone on a few items:

Following our successful merger of the two
schools, | would like to congratulate everyone
on their efforts. The primary concern was
obviously the well-being & integration of the
children and from all accounts this has been a
resounding success. | would also like to
acknowledge on behalf of the School Council
the efforts put into this by Mrs Buzaglo, Mrs
Gamble & all the staff, as well as those parents
from both schools who have assisted around
the school.

At the time of the merger discussions, one of
the incentives was a $1 million grant for
development of the school. A quick overview of
where this stands:

The $1m grant was finally approved for
Tinternvale PS in December 2008 & will use to
upgrade the existing facilities.

Additionally, as part of the Federal Gowvt
stimulus package, Tinternvale PS will be
receiving a new gymnasium complete with
toilets & common learning areas.

An architect is being appointed by DEECD to
undertake both the new gymnasium & the
design works associated with the $1million
merger grant

| anticipate that the building works will be well
underway before the end of the year, however
this is beyond the control of the School or
Council

It was also proposed and agreed that funds be
used to upgrade the existing Tinternvale oval to
a similar standard
While this is still the intention, we will not be
undertaking any oval upgrade works until the
building works are complete. We do not want
truckds and buil ders
newly refurnished oval.

The relocation of the existing large water tank
at Croydon South cannot be undertaken until
we have somewhere to locate it. Any relocation
will occur in line with the oval works.

Finally, | would like to encourage all parents to
take an active involvement in both their
childrenos education
