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CHILDREN’S SAFETY AT TINTERNVALE

| am very aware of the frustrations many of you are currently facing
with parking near the school and dropping off/picking up children.
Some parents are currently parking in the unmade extension of
Tintern Avenue to drop off/pick up children. Many children have been
observed jumping over the fence or exiting through the gates behind
the portables and running out to the cars that are parked in this area.
Unfortunately, some drivers are not showing a great deal of concern
for children’s safety and are thereby putting many children at risk. To
protect the safety of our students, the gates are now padlocked to
prevent pedestrian access and children have all been instructed not
to jump over the fence. Children are not to enter the unmade area of
Tintern Avenue at all. Instead, they are to wait at the front of the
school where it is safer. As student safety at Tinternvale is so
important to all of us, | ask for your support in this matter until the
problem is resolved.

| have been in contact with the Maroondah Council to devise a
solution to our current traffic problems. The Council will make every
effort to address our concerns, so | am confident that the situation
can be resolved in the near future. In the meantime, to help alleviate
the situation, you may wish to consider parking a couple of streets
away from the school and encourage your children to walk the
remainder of the distance

HEADLICE
As you may all be aware, school children and their families will often
come in contact with head lice. It is possible for anyone to get head
lice from direct hair to hair contact with someone else who has head
lice. As most lice do not cause itching problems, you may need to
look carefully to find them. If found, lice and eggs must be treated
with head lice products immediately and children are excluded from
school until the day after treatment has commenced. Please conduct
weekly checks on your children’s hair to help us minimize this

problem. Recently, there have been a few cases of head lice
throughout the school, so please be particularly vigilant at the
moment.
